Full legal title and ownership of the dog will continue to be held solely by The Labrador Lifeline Trust and the Adopter cannot obtain any legal ownership rights over the said dog either now or at any time in the future.  


Whilst all reasonable care has been taken to assess the temperament of the dog no warranty can be given in respect of the dog.  The Adopter will from the date of this agreement accept full responsibility and liability for the dog and will afford The Labrador Lifeline Trust a full indemnity both legal and otherwise for any loss, claim, expense, damage or liability caused by the said dog howsoever arising.


Upon receipt of the dog, the Adopter undertakes to institute a policy of insurance to cover all third party risks and liabilities to a minimum cover of One million pounds and to produce to The Labrador Lifeline Trust evidence of such policy of insurance being in full force upon request.  The Adopter further undertakes to continue to pay the annual premium of such policy promptly during the life of the dog and do nothing to cause the said policy of insurance to either lapse or become void. 


The Adopter agrees that the dog will not be used for breeding or stud purposes or any kind of animal experimentation and the dog will not be kept in kennels or any sort of outbuilding but will live in the house at all times.


In recognition that The Labrador Lifeline Trust has full legal ownership of the dog at all times the Adopter will both keep The Labrador Lifeline Trust informed of any change in the Adopter’s address within seven days of moving and, in the event that the Adopter is unwilling/unable to continue to care for the dog, the Adopter will return the dog to The Labrador Lifeline Trust at his/her own expense forthwith.


The Adopter agrees not to remove the dog from the United Kingdom (meaning England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland) without:


the previously obtained written consent of The Labrador Lifeline Trust


obtaining for the dog in the joint names of The Labrador Lifeline Trust and the Adopter a “Pet Passport” or equivalent under the relevant legislation for the time being in force, it being the Adopter’s responsibility to ensure there is available all vaccination and other certificates and identification evidence as may be required by any jurisdiction outside of the United Kingdom for the time being in force.


The Adopter agrees that, under no circumstances will the Adopter sell, part with possession of the dog or do anything that is inconsistent with The Labrador Lifeline Trust’s legal ownership of the dog.


The Adopter agrees that under no circumstances will they have the dog euthanized unless The Labrador Lifeline Trust has given prior permission OR in the opinion of a veterinary surgeon to alleviate pain and suffering in a medical emergency.


The Adopter will allow an authorised representative of The Labrador Lifeline Trust to visit and examine the dog upon reasonable notice.


The Adopter hereby authorises the Labrador Lifeline Trust (or its authorised representatives) to contact any veterinary surgeon or practice consulted by the Adopter concerning the dog and for that surgeon/practice to release to Labrador Lifeline Trust details of all records concerning the dog and consultations, treatments, prescriptions and procedures over time, the Labrador Lifeline Trust meeting the reasonable costs of the veterinary surgeon/practice in providing this information, if any.  The Adopter confirms the production of a copy Adoption Agreement to the relevant veterinary surgeon/practice is sufficient authorisation to that surgeon/practice to release the information requested.


The Adopter accepts sole responsibility for the welfare of the Dog under the terms of the Animal Welfare Act 2000.   If any part of this agreement is not adhered to and the welfare of the dog is at risk then The Labrador Lifeline Trust may forthwith repossess the dog from the Adopter, thus terminating this agreement.


In the event that the dog is returned to the Trust by the Adopter or removed from the Adopter under paragraph 11 above, the Adopter agrees that there will be no reimbursement of any donation given in respect of the dog nor will The Labrador Lifeline Trust be liable to the Adopter for any loss, expense, claim or payment in respect of the removal of the dog or otherwise.


The Adopter agrees that in the event that legal proceedings are required to compel the Adopter to deliver up the dog to The Labrador Lifeline Trust in circumstances which arise under paragraph 11 above, then the Adopter will indemnify The Labrador Lifeline Trust for all legal and other costs, expenses and disbursements incurred in such proceedings to recover the dog


I/we have read either, the booklet* entitled ‘NOW YOU HAVE A RESCUED LABRADOR WHAT NEXT…’, or the booklet entitled ‘NOW YOU HAVE ADOPTED A RESCUED PUPPY WHAT NEXT…’ and it has been discussed with me/us and I agree to abide by the terms of same as part of my adopting a dog and acknowledge my/our duty of care towards the dog to keep it properly fed, housed and otherwise cared for.  I/we also agree to attend suitable training classes at a Kennel Club Accredited or APDT standard canine training establishment if so required by The Labrador Lifeline Trust.
