	THE LABRADOR LIFELINE TRUST

	The Labrador Lifeline Trust re-homes pure bred and first cross Labrador Retrievers. We are not directly associated with any other Labrador Rescue Organisation but try to assist any which may contact us for help. TLLT unlike the RSPCA does not have a kennel full of homeless Labradors. We work on a system where the owner of the Labrador that needs re-homing continues to keep the dog, if circumstances allow, until the right home is found for it. However, if the dog needs to be removed immediately from a home for whatever reason, we will do this and place the dog in kennels or a foster home which has been approved by the Trust. We have several foster homes willing to look after dogs temporarily in a home environment until a suitable re-homing can take place. We do not inform the previous owner where the dog has been re-homed, neither do we reveal the identity of the previous owner to the new keeper. The previous owner may always contact our office for details in relation to the welfare of the dog after it has been re-homed.

Many of the Labradors we are asked to re-home come to us because of changed domestic circumstances which mean that it is impossible to continue to keep the dog. Most have been well looked after and are healthy. Some however, are old and infirm and just require a home to spend the remainder of their days in peace and comfort with a loving family.

Other dogs DO have problems, but with the right home these problems can be overcome and we will always offer assistance in these cases. Where a dog has a pre-existing condition such as arthritis the Trust will help towards the cost of medication. In a lot of cases we rely on our Homoeopathic Vet to assist with natural remedies.


	
	The procedure after your initial enquiry is as follows: our local helper will make an appointment to come and see you, together with all the members of your household. This will enable you to ask as many questions as you wish regarding the service. Should everything be satisfactory from both parties’ point of view you will be placed on our register for a suitable Labrador. The main objective of the Trust is to match the right dog with the right home and so delay is possible after approval to our  register. However, the right dog could come along in just a few days. Unless the dog is in foster care or kennels you will not meet until the re-homing takes place and this will all be explained by your helper.
We cannot stress strongly enough how much we appreciate your patience when waiting for a dog but it is worth waiting for the RIGHT dog for you and your family.

Pedigree papers are not passed on to the new keeper, they are held in our office. No Rescued Labrador may be used for breeding purposes or Kennel Club Registered Showing. This does not include Fun and Companion Dog shows. 

We DO NOT supply dogs for working purposes. 


	
	When you decide to apply for a rescued Labrador, however much the breed appeals to you these dogs are RESCUE dogs and you will not have the benefit of knowing every detail of the dog’s development from being a puppy. A SETTLING IN PERIOD IS ESSENTIAL FOR THE NEWLY HOMED LABRADOR and the owner must NOT expect an instantly well behaved and trained dog. We recommend enrolling in a local dog training class.

Words cannot express how very special each and every Labrador is to us and this is the main reason why there are so many forms and questions before you find your new family member. Every detail you can think of will be of interest to us in finding the right dog for you and your family.

Should you ever be in a situation where you have to re-home your Labrador, please contact us first. We know and understand the Labrador and all our helpers are fully conversant with the type of home that is best suited to the breed and will be able to offer help and advice where needed.

No one is paid in the Trust, we are all volunteers. All donations are used for the welfare of dogs coming into our care.
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
